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Sheriff Doug Darr announced substantial progress has been made in the Adams County Regional Public Safety Training Center.  The land for the project has been purchased and the center design is underway.

Colorado’s population has been increasing and the need for certified law enforcement professionals has increased along with it.  As the need for law enforcement officers increases, so does the need for quality training facilities.  The public relies on the skills and abilities of officers to provide protection and service to the communities they serve.  Because training new officers is so critical and in demand, the Adams County Sheriff's Office opened a law enforcement training academy.  From inception, the Adams County Law Enforcement Training Academy has welcomed cadets from other agencies to attend.  The Academy has been such a success the demand for expansion has become necessary.  In addition, these academy classes have been held in existing locations that are often times outside Adams County and a substantial distance from the other training venues.  The travel time to the various locations has proven inefficient and does not allow full use of valuable training time.  An additional problem arose when housing developments built homes in close proximity to the current Adams County Firearms Range.  The relocation of the range became inevitable and a priority.

It was determined a regional training facility would be the most effective, fiscally responsible and productive option.  Sheriff Darr approached the Adams County Board of County Commissioners and provided them with a comprehensive evaluation of the options for a new range and academy.  The proposal offered an opportunity for Adams County to fulfill the current and future needs of law enforcement agencies in the area and throughout Colorado.  Commissioners Alice J. Nichol, Larry W. Pace and W.R. “Skip” Fischer recognized the benefit and need for an academy and joined in the effort to make the training center a reality.  

Sheriff Darr is happy to announce three-hundred and thirty-nine acres of land for the future Adams County Regional Public Safety Training Center has been acquired in the area of 128th Avenue, between Gun Club Road and Harvest Mile Road.  The amount of land purchased and the design of the center will insure any future development of the area will not adversely impact the use of the training center.  The research for the development is complete and the plans for the facility are being drafted.  The strategic business plan is being prepared with the assistance of “Interact Business Group”, out of Valley Center, California.  

The goal is to have the ground-breaking for Phase I in 2009 with a completion goal of 2010.  Phase I will include the construction of a state-of-the-art emergency vehicle operations center and firearms facility.  Phase II will include the addition of the academic facility to the center.  There is no estimate of when Phase II would begin.   The facility will be utilized by public safety agencies in the training of new officers and current officers will continue to enhance their skills and knowledge through in-service training.  Additionally, the center will have the facilities necessary to provide advanced and specialized training for metrolaw enforcement officers.

This facility will be constructed using state-of-the-art technology in order to provide the most current, effective and beneficial training possible.  The Adams County Regional Public Safety Training Center is an investment in every law-enforcement professional that attends and every jurisdiction and citizen they serve will reap the benefits for generations to come.  
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
